GRTgaz and Teréga launch a low-carbon
and renewable hydrogen market
stakeholders’ consultation

GRTgaz and Teréga announce the launch on 1June of a nationwide consultation for all
hydrogen market stakeholders as part of a joint effort to conceive the transmission
network of tomorrow.

The energy transition lies at the heart of European and French policies to combat climate change. The
goal is to achieve carbon neutrality by 2050 via the wholesale decarbonisation of our economy. In this
context, low-carbon and renewable hydrogen, on top of being a key energy vector for carbon-neutral
economies, is also an industrial opportunity for France and Europe.

The Hydrogen sector is already sending out strong signals regarding the production, transmission,
storage and consumption of hydrogen.

GRTgaz and Teréga's goal in staging this nationwide consultation is to listen to the expectations and
needs of all stakeholders in the French low-carbon and renewable hydrogen market as part of a joint
effort to conceive and plan the hydrogen transmission network of tomorrow.

The tender process is aimed in particular at the following:

national and regional public and institutional stakeholders,

associations, trade unions, trade associations,

industrial companies, suppliers, producers, current or future users of H2, shippers,
infrastructure operators (DSO, ELD, adjacent TSOs, RTE),

academic stakeholders,

experts and other members of the public interested in the hydrogen market.

e their vision for the H2 market,
their current and future decarbonisation strategies,

their possible H2 transport needs, with a view to drawing up the technical specifications
expected from these structures.

More detailed bilateral discussions may take place during this period and beyond.

Thierry Trouvé, CEO of GRTgaz and Chairman of the Hydrogen Energy Europe working group
emphasises: “For more than five years, GRTgaz has been carrying out research and development to
adapt its infrastructure to the transmission of low-carbon and renewable hydrogen.

The requirement to think about future hydrogen transport infrastructures is growing across Europe. This
is a major issue if Europe and France want to see the development of a hydrogen economy, which is
vital for achieving carbon neutrality by 2050. European hydrogen logistics are in the process of being
invented.”

Dominique Mockly, President and CEO of Teréga states: “Hydrogen is one of the key links in the
decarbonised energy mix of tomorrow. We are convinced that the rollout of this multi-benefit sector will
help meet the two-fold challenge of speeding up the energy transition and strengthening the French
industrial base. This conviction can be seen in Teréga's active commitment to several projects working
alongside partners at the local, national and European levels, as well as work done to convert our
existing infrastructures.”

From 10 September : after consolidating H2 market stakeholder needs, GRTgaz Teréga’s will
release an initial plan for the low-carbon and renewable hydrogen network at the end of 2021.
